Hellenistic world

After Alexander the Great died, his empire split up, and formed in 3 new countries. These empires existed from the IInd to the Ist century BC.

Their generals, satraps and loyal Greek leaders became rulers. The Seleucid Empire in Asia by Seleucus, Ptolemy’s Empire in Egypt by Ptolemy and the Antigonids in Europe by Antigonus were born. 


Their economy developed on other ways. In Asia despotic economy improved. Free peasants cultivated the area. Their production was for trade and for subsistance. For the Greeks the trade was very important. The mixture of the Greek and eastern culture resulted an increase in production, because of the workers and the new technologies. 

Big thinkers of the empires met and got better, because for example in a museum after having seen a picture, they proved their ideas. They collected experiences and used it. 

In science Museoins were established. To that place scientists collected materials and different objects. 


The Greek language was the connecting sign between far places. 

In that period philosophers tried to find answers to the big questions. There were two famous thinkers: Epicurus and Zeno. Epicurus believed in epicurean philosophy which said to enjoy life and ignore politics. Zenos believed in stoic philosophy which said to give up desires and have no changes. 

Mysterical religions appeared, which meant the mixture of the Greek, Egyptian and Indian religion. They believed in the cult of Mythras. In these groups there was an initiation. At their houses Greeks sacrificed to the Gods privately. They wanted to be appreciated more at home, than in their public life.
